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In God's Church, we are all one family — a family that extends far beyond this room to every
nation around the world.

And like your own family, when one of our own suffers, we all suffer.

Right now, members of our family—our brothers and sisters in Christ—are facing intense
persecution for their faith in Jesus. Hundreds of thousands of Christians endure discrimination,
imprisonment, destruction, attacks, or sometimes even death every year for the same faith we
freely practice here.

These aren't just statistics — This is real harm being done to your family today.

God calls us to take care of our persecuted family, especially in their suffering.

Galatians 6:10 (NIV) says “Therefore, as we have opportunity, let us do good to all people,
especially to those who belong to the family of believers.”

One of the most powerful forces of good we can use on behalf of our family is: Prayer. We have
an opportunity to wrap our family in prayer. Another is to equip suffering believers with not only
the supplies they need to survive but to be able to spread the Gospel in their communities.
